Sometimes they moved them 

because the chosen spot didn't seem stable enough, but 

mostly they marveled at the evolution of their creation. 

After they had used every block available in our classroom, 

they brought the toy people to their ballerina school and 

imagined that they were making and enjoying “a breakfast”.
